ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION

Extract:

Membership

19. The Trustees may admit into membership any voluntary or community organisation operating in the Charity’s area of benefit if it:

(a) agrees to be bound by the Charity’s Articles of Association; 

(b) is judged by the Trustees to be a properly constituted organisation; and

(c)  pays (or agrees to pay) such subscription as may be set from time to time by the Trustees. 

20. An organisation that is admitted as a member shall be allocated by the Trustees to one of the following two categories of membership:

(a) Local Infrastructure Organisations, being organisations that primarily support and service other voluntary organisations, community groups and charities;

(b) Frontline Organisations, being organisations and groups that are directly engaged in activities designed to benefit the community or some section of it.

21. Each organisation that is a member shall appoint a representative who shall be entitled to exercise in the affairs of the Charity all such rights and powers as the member would exercise if it were an individual person. Member organisations shall advise the Charity in writing of the identity of their representative, and of any change in appointment.

22. Membership shall not be transferable.

23. The Charity shall keep an up-to-date Register of Members containing the name and address of every member, the date on which they became a member and the date on which they ceased to be a member.

Cessation of Membership

24. An organisation shall cease to be a member if it:

(a) resigns in writing to the Charity; or

(b) fails to pay any annual subscription three months after the date it became due; or

(c) is wound up or goes into liquidation; or

(d)  is expelled by the Trustees for conduct prejudicial to the Charity, provided that any member whose expulsion is proposed shall have the right to make representa​tion to the meeting at which the decision is to be made; or

(e) ceases to be active in the area of benefit.

Varying the rights attached to a category of membership

25. The rights attached to a category of membership may only be varied if:

(a) three-quarters of the members of that category consent in writing to the variation; or

(b) a special resolution is passed at a separate general meeting of the members of that category agreeing to the variation.

26. The provisions in the Articles about general meetings shall apply to any meeting relating to the variation of the rights of any category of members.
